Photographing Vernacular Material Culture |

with Nicos Philippou

Saturday 19t of August | 11:30 - 13:00, 18:00 - 19:00
Nicos Philippou's photographic workshop will focus on
vernacular material culture as it is found in arrangements
on the walls of private and public spaces like the home,
the coffee-house and the barber shop. The workshop will
explore the cultural significance of these tableaux of
objects, highlighting their semiotic value and emphasising
their relationship with individual and communal identities.
It will also propose readings of these spaces and objects
beyond romanticism and folklore and place them within
modernity.

Nicos Philippou is a photographer with a strong interest

in Cypriot topography. He lectures at the Communications
Department of the University of Nicosia.

Visual narratives of agroecology and community |
with Evi Tselika

The workshop will focus on gathering stories and images
which will be synthesized to create visual narratives
connected to ideas of community and uses of the land.
We will consider the edible gardens, plants, trees and fields
of Koilani as a means to think more about the social ecology
of the village and gather knowledge about cultivation
production through inter-generational exchanges.

Evi Tselika is a visual arts researcher and educator.

Her practice led research is focused on urban contexts,
contested territories, community processes and arts
practices. She loves her garden.

She also attends various yoga workshops, in
order to further her knowledge in asanas and general yoga
practice.

The Nomadic Workshop: Rhizome Aesthetics and
"Grass Roots" Resistance | with Marilena Zackheos

The Nomadic Workshop will introduce participants to Gilles
Deleuze and Felix Guattari's postmodern cosmology and
concept of nomadology. We will explore features related
to nomadic thinking such as: the rhizome, haptic space,
the Body Without Organs, and creative lines of flight.

We will try to grasp how transformational multiplicities
overturn structuring codes, for instance in the fields

of music, photography, and writing.

Marilena Zackheos composes music and poetry. She works
as Director of The Cyprus Center for Intercultural Studies
and is Assistant Professor of Social Sciences at the
University of Nicosia.

Deconstructing patterns | with Despina Kannaourou
& Christina Skarpari

In this workshop we will explore the history, shapes, forms
and meanings of traditional patterns, and will experiment
by re-creating patterns using alternative tools of
communication.

Christina Skarpari studied Communication Design and is
preparing for a doctoral study on folk, vernacular culture
at Central Saint Martins (London). She art directs the
annual Xarkis Festival and founded Xarkis NGO, which is
responsible for socially engaged design, cultural and non-
formal education projects.

Graphic designer Despina Kannaourou graduated from MA
Communication Design at Central Saint Martins, (London)
in 2007. After working abroad for a few years she returned
to her hometown Limassol where she has been running her
own design practice for the last 6 years.

An introductory hands-on workshop on natural
dyeing | with Maria Pithara

Sunday 20 of August | 14:30 - 17:30

Participants will learn about the basics of natural dyeing
and will leave with a small square hankie, dyed with

a natural material.

Maria Pithara holds an MFA in Sculpture and Extended Media
from Virginia Commonwealth University. Her work, which
uses found textiles and other familiar objects to create
unfamiliar scenarios, has been shown in venues across
the US and Cyprus. For the last few years, she has been
researching the history of natural dyes and pigments in
Cyprus and abroad.
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PERFORMANCES

“You Had to Be There..." | Spatial Explorations in
Embodied Storytelling | with Anastasia McCammon
Saturday 19" of August | 10:00, 14:00, 18:30

Three site-specific performances explore the storytelling
experience. Through 'process performances’ in village
spaces two aspects of memory are explored. Firstly,
language - how do words craft memories into stories?

Archived oral storytelling will be re-physicalized, given
new voices. Secondly, a material memory. How do objects,
(architectural, digital, domestic, environmental) hold
communal and inter-generational histories. Rhythmic
techniques from traditional storytelling shape the performing,
moving and witnessing bodies.

Physically experiential, yet orally ephemeral, the
performance sites become installation spaces - collages
containing multiple angles of a communal history. Remaining
throughout the festival, visitors and residents can contribute
further memories, objects or written words.

Anastasia McCammon is a Cypriot-American researcher and
performer. Anastasia has danced in works by choreographers
Jose Limon, Yvonne Rainer, and Anna Halprin. Her work
focuses on the intersection of history, performance and
socio-politics, informing her research on festival culture

in Cyprus.

The String - Inspired by worry beads or komboloi |
with Jacqueline van de Geer

Saturday 19t of August | 19:00

Komboloi comes from kombos, meaning the knot. The
fascination and magic derived from these knots running
through ones fingers may well have come from the thoughts
conjured up from playing with the string of beads. The
komboloi is said to be more than just a means of passing
time, it reflects a way of life.

Jacqueline van de Geer (the Netherlands) immigrated

in 2005 to Canada, where she has became part of the
Montreal arts community. She masters a degree in Visual
and Performance Art. In her work, Jacqueline creates a space
in which the participants are invited to open up to a collective
experience. Intimacy and re-connection are key words in
her work. This happens in various settings, such as a gallery,
a hotel-room, a tent or a performance space in the open air.

Performance | with En.act

Saturday 19t of August | 19:30

Grigoris Assiotis choreographed and recorded 17 Cypriot
dances. When the Republic of Cyprus did not recognize him
as the creator of these, he emigrated to Canada, with 13 of
his 17 choreographies lost in the passage of time. Inspired
by his biography, the group of actors collect and examine
what has been lost, what may be lost and how something is
lost in the Cypriot landscape.

En.act is a theatre duo founded in 2014 by Marina Makris
and Elena Kallinikou in Cyprus. It focuses on developing
fresh and exciting work in Cyprus by re-staging established
plays, devising new material, and by inviting international
practitioners to work on the island. Their latest production,
"The dust is expected to retreat by tomorrow" marks

their first collaboration with Dimitris Chimonas and has
represented Cyprus at the BJCEM Mediterranea 18 Young
Artists Biennale.

Displaced frequencies | with Manuel Lopez Garcia
Sunday 20t of August | 10:30 - 17:30
Durational performance that reflects on memory and
collective identity.

Overproduction capitalism exerts a territorialization
of the imaginary, displacing and replacing the proper
signs of each identity, carrying out an unprecedented
standardization of the world. Despite globalization, certain
signs of identity still resonate, resisting the passage of time,
just as the first memory, although these increasingly diffuse.
Born in Lanzarote (ES) in 1992. He Holds an MFA in Visual
and New Media Art at Polytechnic University of Valencia.
He is currently pursuing a Phd in Fine Arts at the same
university. His work has been featured in Europe, the United
States, Mexico, Colombia, Chile and Argentina.

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Mapping Cypriot patterns | with twenty three
Saturday + Sunday, 19t" - 20t August | 10:00 - 19:00
This initiative aims to bring together the technique of
stencil with the folk culture of the village. In a participatory
context, we will invite volunteers to get involved in
capturing patterns that lead to a mural near the village
square. The participants will be familiarized with the above
technique, while learning about the history of stencil and its
relationship with the public space.

Twenty three is a visual artist who has been active in the
streets from 2013, expressing a keen interest in urban
culture whilst continuing his practice in graphic design.
His artworks, mostly stencil-work, are found in Madrid,

La Coruna, Rome and Cyprus. A central characteristic of
his work is posing questions in relation to Cypriot identity,
intended as a constant negotiation of its relationship with
history and tradition.

Stories are crafted by word of mouth, and with them,
we are crafted too. “Tourlou tourlou”, which translates
to a mixture of several things, is a youth initiative that was
crafted through stories of art and narratives shared in the
company of others. With the help of locals from Koilani,
they will gather their life stories and myths that may be
circulating in the village about things that happened in
the past, that they still remember. "Tourlou Tourlou stories”
will make you appreciate the village gossip that you are not
well acquainted with and find out things you haven't heard
before.

MC & The 7 Pedals
MC & The 7 Pedals is a solo act that uses the electro acoustic
pedal harp with effects creating avant-garde soundscapes.
The focus of MC is finding ways of exploring the instrument
and placing it visually and audibly into the modern art world.
Examining the sound effects of materials and their audio
effect on the harp. The inspiration comes from noise and
silence, revisiting the past and disturbing the stereotypes.
Maria-Christina is a London based electric harpist and
the first prize winner of the Wales International Harp
Competition. MC studied the harp with an entrance
scholarship at the Royal Academy of Music, continued
with an MA in Music Therapy and then with a PhD on the
Contemporary Pedal Harp. MC has performed on Later
with Jools Holland on BBC2, has recorded for the BBC
Radio 1 studios and has played at the Royal Festival Hall,
The Roundhouse, National Portrait Gallery, Bush Hall.
She has performed at Montreal Jazz International Festival
and has collaborated with Katie Melua, Jeremy Reed and
Akira Takaoka amongst others. She formed MC & The 7
Pedals, where she plays the electric harp with live looping
and pedal effects. She also works as a music therapist in
hospitals, hospices and prisons. She has the Harp&Rap
project with Potent Whisper and their first single was
featured on BBC Introducing.

Family in F# Minor | ZLY + Pan

=LY and Pan imagine a live score to Stelios Tatasopoulos 1932
film KOINQNIKH ZAMIAA (Social Decay). The score consists
of 4 variants of a musical theme in f# minor.

ZLY is a project of instrumental collaboration and
infrequently rehearsed performances, appreciated waterfalls,
soundscapes and recycled sound bites.

Pan is a multi-culture/platform artist. He works with
visual and or acoustical elements to create distinct objects
and texts that frequently cross the lines between parody/
reality/auteurship/pop.

Jannis Anastasakis + Sofia Sarri

Jannis Anastasakis, a multifarious, improviser guitarist and
Sofia Sarri, one of the most versatile Greek singers of her
generation, join their forces in order to create on stage an
explosive music soundscape. Sofia's voice is trapped in the
analog handmade pedals and the disharmonic and often
extreme sound experiments of Jannis Anastasakis, indulging
herself in the melodies trapped inside her head while
embarking in a quest of the debts of her vocal abilities.
The duet creates their spontaneous compositions and
melodic improvisations, filtered by the frail sensitivity

of self expression and their urge for mutual music
communication. A unique live experience which challenges
the audience to both participate and influence the entire
process of the live performance.

Jannis Anastasakis is considered to be in a league of
his own as a guitar player in Greece. His unique, in-depth
approach of the effects, (he is also the builder and designer
of the JAM pedals) and the guitar as an ambient sound
generator, results in a very personal sound and delivery,
that sets him apart from all other players in his country.

He is coming up with unique and fresh sounds that take the
music from ambient to psychedelic and off limits to new
territory! He has collaborated with: Arve Henriksen, Eivind
Aarset, Christian Fennesz, Thodoris Rellos, Savina Yannatou,
Floros Floridis, Lena Platonos, Harris Lambrakis, Haig Yazdjian,
Dionysis Savvopoulos etc.

Sofia's journey through music and singing is long.
Performing and composing for bands of diverse background
such as the post-rock collective of Night on Earth, a true
pioneer of Athens' indie scene. She is experimenting with
both traditional forms and the contemporary while sticking
to her generation's fusion of massive sonic and music
information. Labelling Sofia's music can be tricky: avant
rock with a pinch of Scandinavian black metal, urban
ambient, dark-hop... As it is expected from an artist who's
influences spread out all around the world of sounds,
manifested by the higher and innermost need of everything
human: communication.

Alcalica | Aegean Dream'n’'Bass

From Berlin, political and artistic centre of Europe, to Mytilene
at the edge of the continent, where humanity is challenged,
where the enlightment of a “we stay in Europe"” is colliding
with harsh reality...

Such is Alcalica's journey in the last 10 years, punctuated
by eclectic collaborations, 6 vinyl alboums and appearances
at major festivals. An acrobat's journey playing with borders,
proving de facto that borders exist precisely to be overcome:
civilisations and traditions meet, fuse and interact. The music
of Alcalica abolishes several pseudo-dilemmas such as
"East-West". It resolutely brings into equitable dialogue the
baglamas and the santoor with contemporary electronics,
the aptaliko of Mytilene and the interwar rembetiko with
drum'n'bass and urban industrial. Broken beats and poetry
in several languages shape a cinematic and sincere dance
music: Aegean Dream'n'bass.

of Xakis Festival, OWK is collaborating with Xarkis to assimilate
a visual collection of recordings and interpretations of the
experiences of the Festival's participants and collaborators
over the years. This collection will be presented in

a conversation with a friendly guest participation.

OWK (Oi Wraioi Kypraioi) is an ironic acronym for “"The
Beautiful Cypriots" in Greek, spelled using Latin characters.
OWK is an independent visual library for words and images
that create linear or abstract stories providing a structure
for publishing and archiving projects. Each issue of OWK
collects and shares a small number of artists' and designers’
work. Narrated in the content page, creating a mashed

up environment available for exploration, OWK reads:
"Culturally aroused art & design dialogues.”

Omiros Panayides is Lecturer at the School of Fine and
Applied Arts at the Cyprus University of Technology and
co-coordinator of its Semiotics and Visual Communication
Research Lab. He is part of the Cyprus Association of Graphic
Designers and lllustrators and co-founder of the creative
team Draw Collective, which organizes lectures and
workshops on the Cyprus design scene. His professional
practice and research pivots around book art, typography
and socially engaged design. He is currently working on
designing and publishing the experimental zine Owk.

Kemal Deveci + Aziz Kahraman

Kemal Deveci (zurna) and Aziz Kahraman (davul) come from
Galinoporni, a village in Karpasia. They have been playing
music together since their teens. They have performed

the Cypriot traditional repertoire linked to the zurna-davul
ensemble in countless weddings and fairs, as well as in
many festivals and other events both in Cyprus and abroad.
In 2010, Kemal Deveci and Aziz Kahraman were chosen to
represent the Turkish Cypriot community in the festivities
that were organized to celebrate the 50th anniversary

of the foundation of the Republic of Cyprus in Tassos
Papadopoulos Stadium in Nicosia.

Andreas Christakkos

Born in Mousoulita in 1953 and lives in Avgorou. He is
renowned for his pithkiavli (flute) playing and tsiattista,

(a form of battle poetry) and will honor us with his presence
and collaboration with musicians who represent traditional
and experimental trends of contemporary music creation.

Stella N. Christou
Stella N. Christou organizes sounds and words. She was born
in 1979 in Askas village, Nicosia district. She grew up in Greece.
She designs, writes and performs music for theatre, dance,
for movies, for artistic actions, for the ones she loves.

In Xarkis' ziafettin, she participates as "1EA9E3ZNH5", using
sound collages, Cloud Martenot and her voice. Lav en Kisses.

Donkey's Sancho

Donkey's Sancho is a side-project of Miltiades Michaelides,
which sprang into existence especially for the needs of the
ziafettin of Xarkis Festival. Inspired by the kind if a bit simple
sidekick of Don Quixote, it brings to mind dreamy landscapes,
earthy percussions and soundscapes somewhere between
the dusty plains of Southern Spain and the Moorish hills

of Northern Africa. Miltiades' approach to music making

is idiosyncratic and at times almost chaotic. No two
performances are ever the same.

Marios Menelaou

Marios Menelaou originates from the small village of Mathiatis
that is located in Nicosia, Cyprus. In 2010, he began his
studies in the «Conservatory of Amsterdam» with orientation
of Jazz music in electric bass guitar. He was one of the
founding members of Astrophunk that toured in Spain,
Germany and several cities in the Netherlands. In 2015,

he studied traditional Balinese music, with scholarship,

in the University of ISI Denpasar, (Bali, Indonesia). Since
September 2016, he resides in Cyprus and dedicates his
time in music composition, teaching and performing.
